3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES - OCTOBER 15, 2015

There being no corrections, the minutes were unanimously approved. 

4. REVIEW OF WORKERS’ COMPENSATION CLAIM LOG

10/01/2015 Parks and Recreation - Special Events Coordinator - While looking for a 
cable box, the employee moved a box top with metal plates. The plates fell and struck 
the employee on the right foot. The employee sustained a contusion/bruise on his right 
foot. There was no lost time or medical. 

10/03/2015 Public Works - Maintenance Worker - During the Household Hazardous 
Waste Clean-Up event, the employee was removing a can of gasoline from a vehicle 
and slipped as he turned. He fell to the ground and dislocated his right index finger and 
sustained a wound to his head. The employee sustained a dislocation of the right index 
finger, a bruise to the face, and a strained shoulder. There was medical, and 16 days of 
restricted duty. 
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10/03/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee was searching a wooded lot when 
he was stung multiple times by bees. He was stung on his back, left arm, right leg, waist 
and head. The employee sustained insect bites to multiple parts of his body. There was 
no lost time or medical. 

10/06/2015 Utilities - Field Technician - The employee was pulling the pump off the 
riser and smacked himself in the face. This caused a cut to his lower lip, which started 
to bleed. The employee sustained a laceration to the lip. There was no lost time, but 
there was medical. 

Ms. Sisilli said, “The way this is written is kind of funny.” Mr. Power asked, “You said it 
was funny because of the way it was written?” Ms. Sisilli replied, “The employee was 
pulling the pump off the riser and then smacked himself in the face. (Clerk’s Note: Ms. 
Sisilli “smacked” herself in the forehead with the palm of her hand to demonstrate why 
she thought it was written funny.)  

10/07/2015 Public Works - Maintenance Worker - The employee had been working 
outside at a job site from about 9:30 a.m. until 11:30 a.m., and was driving back to the 
Public Works Compound. He had stopped at a red light located at Port St. Lucie 
Boulevard, northbound at Gatlin Boulevard. Once stopped, the employee experienced a 
medical issue related to dehydration. Rescue was call and responded. The employee 
sustained dehydration. There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

10/09/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee was traveling northbound on 
Bayshore Boulevard when a vehicle made a U-turn in front of him. The employee 
indicated some soreness to his back and left leg as a result of the accident. The 
employee sustained pain/discomfort in his back and left leg. There was no lost time or 
medical. 

10/11/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee responded to a disturbance call 
involving a juvenile. To prevent the subject from attempting to harm himself, the 
employee had to grab the subject’s arm. The subject pulled back and started resisting 
and struggling with the employee. Immediately after the incidence, the employee felt 
pain in his right upper arm. The employee sustained a strain/sprain to his right shoulder. 
There was medical, one (1) day of lost time and seven (7) days of restricted duty. 

10/11/2015 Police - Police Officer - After responding to a call, the employee struggled 
with the subject in an attempt to restrain him. In doing so, the employee strained his 
right shoulder. The employee sustained a strain/sprain to his right shoulder. There was 
no lost time or medical. 

Mr. Power noted, “On the last item, there was one day of lost time and seven days of 
restricted duty. It’s written in there below that.” Mr. Nadasi asked, “Did I say there 
wasn’t?” Mr. Power replied, “No, you said there was.” Mr. Nadasi inquired, “Are we 
supposed to tell how long?” Mr. Power responded, “Yes, we can.” Chair Perkins stated, 
“Something new, I guess. He put the numbers in; he wants us to see them.” 
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10/14/2015 Public Works - Volunteer - PW Adopt-a-Street - While picking up litter, the 
volunteer fell through tree limb debris up to his knees. He scratched up both legs. First 
aid was applied. The volunteer sustained scratches to both legs. There was no medical 
or lost time. 

10/15/2015 Utilities - Field Technician - While setting up a grinder pump, the employee 
was stung by a wasp. The employee sustained an insect bite on his left ear. There was 
no medical or lost time. 

10/19/2015 Utilities - Field Technician - While riding in the City vehicle, a bee flew into 
the vehicle and stung the employee in the chest. The employee sustained an insect bite 
to his chest. There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

10/19/2015 Public Works - The employee was picking up chunks of asphalt and 
placing them into the bucket of a skid steer when he felt pain in his lower back. The 
employee sustained a strain/sprain of his lower back. There was medical, and sixteen 
(16) days of restricted duty. 

10/21/2015 Building - Code Compliance Specialist - The employee was in his vehicle, 
stopped on California Boulevard behind a school bus, and was struck from behind by a 
vehicle. The employee sustained a strain/sprain to his back and neck. There was 
medical, and nineteen (19) days of restricted duty. 

10/23/2015 Utilities - Maintenance Mechanic - While using a weed trimmer, the 
employee felt a pop in his back, but didn’t think much about it. As the day went on, the 
pain became progressively worse. The employee sustained a strain/sprain to his back. 
There was no lost time or medical. 

10/26/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee, while assisting in searching a 
house for victims and suspects, drew his handgun. In doing so, he cut his right thumb 
on part of the handgun. The employee noticed a significant amount of blood near the 
wound and was unsure if it was his own or from the scene. The employee sustained 
exposure to body fluids on his left hand. There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

10/26/2015 Parks and Recreation - Park Leader - The employee was weed eating 
along the fence line of Lyngate Park when he was bitten by an insect. By the next day 
the area of the bite had gotten worse, so the employee requested medical. The 
employee sustained an insect bite to the left thigh. There was no lost time, but there 
was medical. 

10/29/2015 Public Works - Maintenance Worker - While drilling a self-tapping screw 
into a pipe, the drill slipped and punctured employee’s left arm. The employee sustained 
a wound to the left arm. There was no lost time or medical. 

10/31/2015 Utilities - Maintenance Mechanic - The employee, while pulling on a piece 
of PVC pipe that was in the ground from a previous install, felt shooting pain in the lower 
right portion of his back. He continued to work, and two days later sought medical for 
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the pain, which did not go away. The employee sustained a strained back. There was 
no lost time, there was medical and, as of December 14, 2015, there were 44 days of 
restricted duty. 

11/02/2015 Utilities - Field Technician Trainee - While removing a screw from a 
conduit box, the employee’s hand slipped, causing his knuckle to strike the box. The 
employee sustained a wound to the left finger. There was no lost time or medical. 

11/04/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee sustained minor scratches during 
the apprehension of a suspect, and was subsequently exposed to the suspect’s blood 
on her skin during the encounter. The employee sustained exposure to body fluids on 
her right arm. There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

11/05/2015 Utilities - Supervisor - While attempting to unclog an air relief standpipe, a 
large burst of air came out while employee’s hand was over the pipe causing particulate 
to get embedded in his palm. The employee sustained an abrasion to the left hand. 
There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

Chair Perkins asked, “Do they wear gloves when they do that?” Ms. Sisilli replied, “I 
don’t know if he was wearing them. I would bet you probably not. Supervisors are like 
that, you know.” 

11/11/2015 Police - Police Officer - While removing a suspect from a home, employee 
was spit on by the suspect. The employee sustained exposure to body fluids on the left 
arm. There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

11/22/2015 Police - Police Officer - While on an accident scene, the employee noticed 
pain in his right big toe. The pain continued while off duty, and the employee sought 
medical attention. The employee sustained pain in the big right toe. There was no lost 
time, but there was medical. 

11/29/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee was working an off-duty detail at 
the ER when a subject became violent. The officer called for backup and attempted to 
restrain the subject. During the event, the employee was exposed to the subject’s blood. 
The employee sustained exposure to body fluids to the right hand. There was no lost 
time, but there was medical. 

11/29/2015 Police - Police Officer - The employee was on patrol and responded to a 
call for backup at the hospital. Upon arrival, she had to assist in restraining a subject. 
There had not been time to put on gloves. The employee sustained exposure to body 
fluids on her hands and arms. There was no lost time, but there was medical. 

11/30/2015 Utilities - Field Technician Trainee - The employee was entering a trench 
to assist in installing a tap and connect a pipe. Upon entering the trench, by sliding 
down the bank’s edge, the employee lost footing when dirt from the side of the trench 
gave way. As he fell to the ground, the employee’s weight came down on his left knee, 
straining his knee. The employee sustained a tear in the left knee. There was medical, 
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ten (10) days of lost time and, as of December 14, 2015, four (4) days of restricted duty. 
Mr. Power asked, “How deep was the trench?” Ms. Sisilli answered, “It was less than 
four.” Mr. Power said, “So, you don’t have to worry about the shoring of the slope.” Ms. 
Sisilli stated, “No, they were digging for the leak, so they are wider.” 

5. REVIEW OF AUTO LOSS CLAIM LOG

10/07/2015 Claim #15001 - Edward Ponders - Public Works - While driving PWD-9646, 
the employee stopped at a red light located at Port St. Lucie Boulevard, northbound at 
Gatlin Boulevard. Once stopped, the employee experienced a medical emergency, and 
his foot came off the brake, causing the front passenger corner to make contact with the 
rear driver side corner of another vehicle. There was no damage to PWD-9646. 

10/08/2015 Claim #15002 - Trevor Horten - Police - The employee was traveling 
northbound on Bayshore Boulevard in Unit #185 when another vehicle made a U-turn in 
front of him. The employee swerved in an attempt to avoid the collision, but the front 
driver side corner of Unit #185 and the front passenger corner of the other vehicle 
collided. There were damages in the amount of $4,272.92, subrogation and the vehicle 
was totaled. 

Ms. Sisilli asked, “The police car was totaled or the other car?” Mr. Dolan replied, “The 
police car.” 

10/09/2015 Claim #15030 - Brian Cain - Public Works - The employee was backing up 
in a rack body pickup. He lost sight of the mailbox behind him but continued backing up, 
resulting in damage to the mailbox. There was no damage to the Public Works truck. 
There were no damages. 

10/10/2015 Claim #15004 - William Figueroa - Parks and Recreation - The employee 
was backing up PK-8042 in the Hampshire Lane yard, and backed into PK-9511. There 
was no damage to PK-8042. 

10/10/2015 Claim #15005 - William Figueroa - Parks and Recreation - PK-9511 was 
parked in its parking space at the Hampshire Lane yard when an employee backing up 
PK-8042 backed into it. There were no damages to PK-9511. 

10/14/2015 Claim #15003 - William Figueroa - Parks and Recreation - While making a 
U-turn in PK-8042 with a trailer in tow, the employee jackknifed the truck and trailer, 
causing damage to the right, rear panel of the truck. There was no damage to the trailer. 
There were damages in the amount of $1,615, which were paid for by the department, 
and Ascension. 

10/16/2015 Claim #15007 - Harold Justin Walker - Public Works - While moving a 
Public Works truck to make way for another vehicle, the employee struck the mailbox 
located at 5931 NW Wolverine Road. There was no damage to the City vehicle. 

10/16/2015 Claim #15009 - Adrienne Martella - Police - Cheryl Lunstrom - The 
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employee was traveling on NW Crooked Street in Unit #69 when a vehicle traveling in 
the oncoming direction crossed the center line, causing both vehicles to make contact. 
Unit #69 sustained very minor scuffs to the drive side mirror. The Department will not 
repair. 

10/19/2015 Claim #15008 - Gregory Dunnavan - Public Works - While driving west on 
NW Baynard Drive in PW-4125, the employee struck the mailbox located at 5946 NW 
Baynard Drive, knocking the box off its post. There was no damage to the City vehicle. 

10/20/2015 Claim #15010 - Armando Jaramillo - Utilities - While backing UIC-2443 at 
the Glades Wastewater Treatment Plant, the employee lost sight of a parking bollard 
and struck it with the rear bumper of the vehicle. There was no damage to UIC-2443. 

10/21/2015 Claim #5011 - Peter Chunn - Police - The employee had Unit #65 parked 
in the lane of traffic located in the City Hall parking lot to report an unrelated motor 
vehicle accident when a vehicle backed out of a parking space and into the front driver 
side bumper. There was no damage to Unit #65. 

10/21/2015 Claim #15012 - Joshua Heflin - Code Compliance - The employee was 
stopped in traffic behind a school bus when he was rear-ended by another vehicle. Per 
First Vehicle Services, there was no damage to the City vehicle. 

10/23/2015 Claim #15013 - Stephen Murphy - Parks and Recreation - The employee 
was stopped at a red light at Port St. Lucie Boulevard and Floresta Drive when he was 
rear ended. There was no damage to the City vehicle. 

10/23/2015 Claim #15014 - Efrain Pinedo - Utilities - Sunshine Land Design - The 
employee was traveling southbound on California Boulevard. A lawnmower that was 
being unloaded from a lawn maintenance trailer struck the side of the employee’s 
vehicle when the lawnmower turned into the roadway. There was no damage to the City 
vehicle. 

10/29/2015 Claim #15015 - George Manolaras - Public Works - While attempting to 
pass another City vehicle in a swale construction area, the employee lightly grazed the 
other vehicle, causing minimal damage to the right front fender of vehicle one. The 
department will not repair. 

10/28/2015 Claim #15016 - Benjamin Johnson - Public Works - While driving PW-
8494, the employee was motioned to proceed around the Gradall, PWT-007. The 
Gradall operator did not know that PW-8494 was passing and struck the front 
passenger side of PW-8494, causing a minor dent and scuff. There were no damages. 

Mr. Power asked, “Is that a dump truck?” Chair Perkins replied, “It’s a pick-up truck.” 

10/29/2015 Claim #15019 - George Manolaras - Public Works - While filling for sod in 
the Gradall, PWT-007, the operator began to move the machine, not knowing City 
vehicle PW-8494 was cleared to pass. The Gradall struck PW-8494. There was no 
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damage to the Gradall. 

Mr. Perkins explained, “What happened was that they motioned for a truck to go around 
one of our City trucks and didn’t let the machine operator know he was passing. He 
continued to move down the road filling the swale, and ran into the side of the truck.” 

Mr. Power explained, “We have to make a separate entry for each vehicle. That’s why 
you’ll sometimes see…” Mr. Dolan interjected, “A couple of William Figueroas. You’ll 
see them back-to-back because one is for the parked truck and one is for the truck that 
was moving. MVA is motor vehicle accident; FVS is First Vehicle Services.” 

11/11/2015 Claim #15023 - Alan Ludmerer - Police - While making a right-hand turn 
from Crosstown Parkway to Airoso Boulevard, a bicyclist crossed the road in front of the 
employee, striking the front push bar of Unit #238. There were no damages. 

11/12/2015 Claim #2015 - 15022 - Carmen Capezzuto - Public Works - While traveling 
in the westbound lane of Prima Vista Boulevard, the person driving behind PW-8637 
attempted to change lanes into a turning lane. In doing so, the driver misjudged the 
distance between the vehicles and struck PW-8637’s rear bumper. There was a minor 
scratch on the City vehicle. The department will not repair. 

11/12/2015 Claim #15024 - Keith Trigo - Public Works - While excavating in a Gradall, 
the edge of the roadway gave way, causing the Gradall to slide into the excavation 
area. The Gradall steps were damaged. The repairs were fixed in-house.  

Chair Perkins explained, “We were putting in a cross-street pipe in, and the excavation 
requirements are that you stay two efeet from any open trench. He was right on the 
edge of the trench, and as he began to dig, guess where the Gradall went? It went right 
down in the trench with him. So, he was in a four-foot hole, and it took forever to get it 
out. They all know you are supposed to stay two feet from any open trench, ditch or 
anything. All your spoils are supposed to be two feet off the open hole.” Mr. Powers 
stated, “Spoils are what comes out of the hole.” Chair Perkins said, “Yes, it’s dirt.” Mr. 
Frye inquired, “Was he retrained?” Chair Perkins responded, “Oh, yes, he was retrained 
real quickly.” 

11/14/2015 Claim #15021 - Mitchel Miller - Police - While pulling out of his personal 
driveway in Unit #257, the employee struck his personal vehicle. The City vehicle 
sustained scrapes down the passenger side. The Department will not repair. 

11/15/2015 Claim #15020 - Kenneth Scott - Utilities - While waiting to turn out of a 
Circle K parking lot onto Port St. Lucie Boulevard, the employee misjudged the distance 
between UWWD-6774 and the vehicle in front of him, and rear ended the vehicle. There 
was no damage to the City vehicle. 

6. REVIEW OF GENERAL LIABILITY CLAIM LOG

10/07/2015 Claim #15002 - Edward Ponders - Public Works - Maintenance Worker - 
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While driving PWD-9646, the employee stopped at a red light located at Port St. Lucie 
Boulevard, northbound at Gatlin Boulevard. Once stopped, the employee experienced a 
medical emergency and his foot came off the brake, causing the front passenger corner 
to make contact with the rear driver side corner of another vehicle. There were 
damages in the amount of $4,172.74, and Ascension. 

10/09/2015 Claim #15004 - Brian Cain - Public Works - Maintenance Worker - The 
employee was backing in a rack body pickup. He lost sight of the mailbox behind him, 
but continued backing up, resulting in damage to the mailbox located at 1979 SW 
Sylvester Lame. The mailbox was replaced by Public Works to the home owner’s 
satisfaction. There was Ascension. 

Mr. Powers asked, “What was the cost of the mailbox?” Chair Perkins answered, 
“Probably about $15. I sent it all to Mr. Dolan.” 

10/15/2015 Claim #15006 - Richard Perkins - Public Works - Supervisor - Homeowner 
of 5904 NW Wolverine called to inform Public Works that their mailbox was damaged 
during swale rework. It was unknown who struck the mailbox. The mailbox was fixed in-
house. There were damages in the amount of $19.97, and Ascension. Richard Perkins' 
name was used as the place holder, as it is unknown who struck the mailbox. 

Chair Perkins noted, “That’s the cost of the mailbox.” 

10/15/2015 Claim #15008 - Robert Carlsen - Public Works - Crew Leader - While 
digging in the swale area to install a cross-street pipe, the employee hit a telephone 
service cable. The cable was marked and located, however, the crew did not pothole to 
locate cable. There was Ascension, and the City is waiting for a bill from AT&T. 

10/16/2015 Claim #15005 - Harold Justin Walker - Public Works - Survey Worker - 
While moving a Public Works truck to make way for another vehicle, the employee 
struck the mailbox located at 5931 NW Wolverine Road. There was Ascension. The 
Third Party Administrator (Ascension) contacted the homeowner and is waiting for a 
receipt. 

10/17/2015 Claim #15003 - Vincent Taylor - Utilities - Field Technician - While 
entering the gated backyard of 144 NW Doreen with a backhoe to perform a sewer 
conversion, the stabilizer hit the metal fence, bending it. There were damages in the 
amount of $450, and Ascension. 

10/19/2015 Claim #15007 - Gregory Dunnavan - Public Works - Maintenance Worker - 
While driving west on NW Baynard Drive, the employee struck the mailbox located at 
5946 NW Baynard Drive, knocking the box off its post. R. Perkins put the mailbox back 
onto the post and spoke to the homeowner. The homeowner advised the repair was fine 
and would not give his name or phone number. There was Ascension. 

10/22/2015 Claim #15009 - George Manolaras - Public Works - Equipment Operator - 
While operating the Gradall, the employee hit an AT&T house service line located at 
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1528 SE Sinbad Avenue. There was Ascension, and the City is waiting for a bill from 
AT&T. 

11/15/2015 Claim #15011 - Kenneth Scott - Utilities - Field Technician Trainee - While 
waiting to turn out of a Circle K parking lot onto Port St. Lucie Boulevard, the employee 
misjudged the distance between UWWD-6774 and the vehicle in front of him, and rear- 
ended the vehicle. The collision caused a minor scrape on the rear bumper. The owner 
advised that she was not worried about the damage. There was Ascension, the Third 
Party Administrator called on November 18th and November 25th, and a letter was sent. 

11/18/2015 Claim #15014 - James Laponza - Utilities - Field Technician - The crew 
was hand digging the service line at 5892 NW Joan Court and cut a Comcast cable in 
two spots. There was Ascension, and the City is waiting for a bill from Comcast. 

11/24/2015 Claim #15015 - Robert Carlsen - Public Works - Crew leader - 
Renter/homeowner approached a Public Works worker, and advised that a worker 
struck and damaged the mailbox at 6160 E. Deville Circle. There was Ascension, and 
the Third Party Administrator made contact with the homeowner and is waiting for a 
receipt. 

Mr. Dolan said, “On these forms, Auto/Property Claim Logs, you’ll see Ascension is new 
up on top where it was formerly EMI; it is the same company. And, where you see TPA, 
that’s Third Party Administrator, which refers to Ascension.” 

7. REVIEW OF PROPERTY LOSS CLAIM LOG

10/02/2015 Claim #15002 - Lynberg Nelson - Parks and Recreation - Building and 
Facility Maintenance Worker - While setting up for an event, the employee drove the 
forklift into the grass, where it became stuck. First Vehicle Services was called to tow it 
out. There were damages in the amount of $75, which was paid for by the department. 

10/19/2015 Claim #15003 - Vincent Taylor - Utilities - Field Technician - While 
entering the gated backyard of 144 NW Doreen with a backhoe to perform a sewer 
conversion, the stabilizer hit the metal fence. There was no damage to the fence. 

10/21/2015 Claim $15007 - James Dieujuste - Utilities - Field Technician Trainee - The 
employee had his City cell in his front shirt pocket and as he bent over to reach inside 
the tank, the cell phone fell into the grinder tank. The bungee cord that was supposed to 
prevent this from happening was broken, but never reported. There were damages in 
the amount of $34.99, which was paid for by the department. 

Ms. Sisilli stated, “The $34.99 was charged to the employee.” 

Mr. Dolan clarified, “On the prior claim, Vincent Taylor, the last sentence should be, ‘No 
damage to backhoe.” Ms. Sisilli said, “I wondered about that.” 

10/27/2015 Claim #15012 - Jon Dutra - Parks and Recreation - Part-Time Maintenance 
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Worker - While dragging Field 3’s warning track, the employee drove too close to the 
fence, causing the rake to be damaged. There were damages in the amount of $50, 
which were paid for by the department. 

10/31/2015 Claim #15020 - Scott Meagher - Utilities - Manager - While on vacation, 
the employee’s City phone, along with other personal electronics, were stolen. There 
were damages in the amount of $104.99, which was paid for by the employee. 

Chair Perkins asked, “Where was it stolen from?” Ms. Sisilli replied, “From his room at 
the Marriott in Orlando.”
