LUCIE (November 4, 2016) – The City of Port St. expects to have all storm related debris cleared 

by the end of the weekend. 

 

The Debris Management Team estimates that 82 percent of roadways have been cleaned of storm related 

vegetative debris.  Additional crews have been assigned on Sunday November 6 in order to collect all 

debris. All zones are expected to be cleared by November 6. 

 

As crews continue to clear debris, residents should avoid placing debris under power lines, near swale 

liners, mailboxes, sign posts and fire hydrants as these items might be damaged during the collection 

process.
